Snippets from the classrooms 

 

Reception – This week we loved taking part in our first school Sport's Day. We were amazing 
especially at the obstacle race. We enjoyed the water relay, this was lots of fun. It was great 
to join friends and family to eat our lunch on the school field. 
 
Y1 - This week we have been learning all about money! We have looked at the different 
coins and notes there are, and we have also been adding money. The children have also 
enjoyed using the shop in our role play area. In our PSHE lesson, we discussed what money 
is, and the different ways we can get money.  
Year 1 also had a fantastic time at sports day! They all did so well and should be very proud 
of themselves.
